2018 MEMORIAL DAY PARADE  -  PARTICIPANT INFORMATION
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SAFETY: 
IN THE EVENT OF A FIRE OR FIRST AID EMERGENCY, PLEASE MOVE YOUR GROUP OR VEHICLE/S TO THE RIGHT SIDE OF THE STREET when directed by police and parade marshals to allow emergency vehicles to pass.
IN THE INTEREST OF SAFETY, PARTICIPANTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO THROW OR HAND OUT CANDY, TRINKETS, ETC. TO SPECTATORS.
DELAY OF START, CANCELLATION, & PARADE DAY QUESTIONS:
THE PARADE WILL GO ON, EVEN IF IT RAINS.    IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF EACH GROUP’S LEADERS TO DETERMINE IF CONDITIONS ARE APPROPRIATE TO START OR CONTINUE IN THE PARADE!         If necessary, a decision regarding cancellation for dangerous conditions such as Lightning or Strong Winds may be made at any time. If rain threatens on parade day, please advise your group to bring suitable rainwear. For Parade Day delay of starting time information if rain threatens, please visit our website www.allentownlionsclub.com or call 609-259-1886 or mobile number 732.995.3027. 
STAGING INFORMATION:
On the cover letter you will find your group’s 2018 PARADE SEQUENCE NUMBER. Also provided will be a map of the staging area indicating your group's approximate staging location and how it will be merged with other groups into the parade route. You can also find this information on our web site. www.allentownlions.com
PLEASE PLAN TO ARRIVE EARLY ENOUGH TO ALLOW TIME FOR STAGING.  Parade marshals wearing orange Lions Club vests will be at the Main Street corners of Allen Drive and Probasco Drive beginning at 9:00 a.m. and in the staging area to direct you to your staging location. Signs at curbside will mark approximate staging locations. THE ENTRANCE TO THE STAGING AREA IS PROBASCO DRIVE. IF POSSIBLE, PLEASE TRY TO ARRIVE BEFORE 10:00AM, AND HAVE YOUR GROUP’S MEMBERS WALK TO THEIR STAGING LOCATION.

LATE ARRIVAL:  

Just prior to the start of the parade, all access along Main Street to the staging area will be blocked except from Interstate 195 Exit  #8 (Rt. 539 South). If your group cannot reach the staging area by 10:15 a.m., please use this approach and proceed to the corner of Main Street and Probasco Drive where a member of the Lions Club will give you directions.

FIRE COMPANY & FIRST AID VEHICLES will be staged on both sides of Main Street. Please park facing southbound (towards town).  For those vehicles arriving from the south, there is a turnaround 1/4 mile north of this area on Rt. 539 at the office of Reed's Sod Farm. During the parade, marshals will merge your group in with the other parade groups entering Main Street from Allen Dr. 
(In order to make it easier for the marching bands to be heard, we request that operators of emergency vehicles do not use their sirens or horns during the parade or Memorial Service. We appreciate your understanding and cooperation.)

PARADE ROUTE: 
The parade route is ¾’s of a mile long. It begins on North Main Street (Rt. 524) at the Allen Drive exit from the staging area, heading south on Main Street through town and turning left on High Street (Rt. 539) to the Elementary School. (See back of this sheet)

SPECIAL PERFORMANCE LOCATIONS 
Groups which would like to pause to perform special musical presentations, skits, drill demonstrations, etc., may do so at the intersection of Main and Church Streets as well as the intersection of Main and High Streets. In order to prevent large gaps in the parade, we ask that special performances are limited to no more than two minutes. Special presentations may also be performed at any point during pauses in the parade. 

PARADE PACING

Once the Parade is moving, please maintain the pace set by the Grand Marshal’s car. Leaders of groups with small children are asked to advise all adults within the group to help maintain the parade pace. This will be especially helpful during the “long march” up High Street.    Remember, there are groups behind you. These groups and the spectators will appreciate your cooperation!
PARADE END:  

At the entrance to the Elementary School on High Street, participants in the Memorial Service will be directed onto the school grounds. All others will continue straight ahead and disburse. Drivers and passengers of vehicles taking part in the parade who would like to attend the Memorial Service may park their vehicles in the large parking area just past the Elementary School building.    NOTE: larger groups may wish to park their cars in this area prior to the parade and car-pool to the staging area. If so, please allow sufficient time. 

ALSO THE “GIVEBACK FOUNDATION” WILL BE SELLING DRINKS AND SNACKS AT THE NEWELL SCHOOL LAWN AREA NEAR THE MEMORIAL SERVICE.

MEMORIAL SERVICE:  

Immediately after the last group finishes, a Memorial Day Service will be held near the front of the Elementary School. Everyone is invited to attend. 
If rain threatens, the Memorial Service may be postponed.
REST ROOMS
A “PortaJohn” will be available in the VIP staging area on Allen Drive near the intersection with Main Street. Rest rooms are located in the Elementary School building at the end of the parade route.
